WHEREAS, Kendall has been continually active in scouts since 2008 and currently, is not
only active in scouting and his community but for the last two years he has been a part of the
Contra Costa Fire Explorers Post 88; and

WHEREAS, Kendall is now beginning his fire/paramedic training in college; and

WHEREAS, Kendall has grown into a well-respected young man that both scouts and
adults look to as an example.
